Getting Started

Book clubs are an easy way for people(young and old alike(to talk about life and share their thoughts and experiences. Butterflies in May is a young adult novel that’s been enjoyed by readers ranging in age from 12 to nearly 80. Here are some tips for getting started:

· Decide whom to invite. The general rule of thumb is no less than 8 and no more than 20 members.

· Send invitations or use a sign up sheet at your high school or club for your first meeting.

· Give members 30 days to read Butterflies in May. (If you have a group of avid readers, two weeks may be plenty of time.)

First Meeting

Book clubs are all about sharing and discussing. Here are a few guidelines to help you establish your book club at the first meeting.

· Decide when and how often to meet. Once a month usually works for most book clubs(whether it’s the second Sunday of the month or during a weekday night. You’ll also want to talk about the length of your meetings(some clubs meet for as little as 45 minutes, while others meet up to 2 hours. 

· Pick a place for meetings. If you’re part of a mother-daughter book club, you may want to rotate meetings from house to house. If you’re a member of a high school book club, your school library may be the best choice for a site.

· Choose a facilitator to lead discussion.  If you’re the host mother-daughter team, you may want to share this role. If you’re part of a high school book club, you may want to let members take turns in leading discussions.

· Think about refreshments. Some groups serve refreshments beforehand to allow for late arrivals and let everyone talk and catch up before the meeting starts. Others save refreshments for after the meeting. Get creative(the host could serve light snacks or everyone can pitch in and bring something to share. If you’re crunched for time or part of a high school book club, have everyone brown bag it or bring a snack to share. 

Other Tips for Your Book Club

Mother-Daughter Book Clubs

A mother-daughter book club is a great way to spend time together to talk, laugh and share your thoughts and experiences. Here are a few tips for moms interested in starting a book club:

· Make your daughter part of the planning process.

· Let your daughter decide whom to invite. 

· Consider inviting a few fathers and sons, or mothers and sons for lively discussion when you read Butterflies in May. 

High School Book Clubs

A high school book club is a great way to get teens talking. Here are a few tips to help you start a book club at your school.

· Ask your high school librarian for help.

· Invite a few parent volunteers to participate and plan meetings.

· Appoint two students to serve as president and co-president to lead the group.

· Consider inviting moms and dads when you read Butterflies in May. This is an easy way to keep teens and parents connected.

Youth Clubs

· Appoint an administrator at your Youth Club to help head up your group.

· Invite parent volunteers to participate and plan meetings.
